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A NEW ANGLE ON THE ATLANTIS/CYPRUS THEORY

Most reasonable people would agree that when studying an issue, the best use of all information, from many different sources, would mostly likely provide the best results.  What if there existed a tried and tested procedure psychically to acquire valid information in controlled, scientific experiments?  What if such methods had been researched and utilized by the American military to gather intelligence?  And what if such a method was employed to “peek” at author Robert Sarmast‘s “Lost City of Atlantis” that he theorizes lies buried deep below the current sea level off the coast of Cyprus?   

Indeed, in June, such an experiment as described above took place to gain information about the site chosen by Robert Sarmast, before he conducts his undersea explorations.  But before telling you of those results, first some background on this type of controlled means of gathering information psychically, called “Remote Viewing”. 
Remote Viewing/Psychic Spying

This may sound like science fiction, but it is a fact that both the Russian and the American military have conducted extensive research to obtain intelligence information using extra-sensory perception (ESP), i.e., by purely mental means, beyond the normal physical senses.  For 20 years, the American Department of Defense funded the “Stargate” project, a top-secret, $20 million experiment.  These “psychic spying” scientific studies became known as Remote Viewing (RV).  RV is a term for a specific type of ESP, that requires the strict use of controlled, scientific conditions, which were established and perfected in the “Stargate” project. 
Many gifted remote viewers in the Stargate programme wrote best-selling books about their experiences.  Probably the most gifted remote viewer from the "Stargate" programme is Joseph McMoneagle, who wrote four books about his experiences.  To perfect his RV skills, in the early 1980s, McMoneagle worked with Robert Monroe, founder of The Monroe Institute and developer of the sound technology Hemi-Sync®, which helps to synchronize both hemispheres of the brain.  RV experiments have conclusively shown that time and space are not obstacles.  For example, in one RV test done at The Monroe Institute, McMoneagle was given co-ordinates which he later discovered were of the planet Mars.  His remarkable perceptions on this RV are recorded in several books.  Following his retirement from the military, he established a company to conduct remote viewing under contract with private individuals and companies.  In addition to his busy writing and lecturing schedule, McMoneagle occasionally appears on American and Japanese TV to conduct RV "live" tests, in which he has been enjoying spectacular success.  A Japanese TV station is currently preparing a “Joe McMoneagle Special”.


The Cyprus Angle 


Directors of Psychognosia, a Paphos-based organization, who are members of The Monroe Institute, recently contracted with McMoneagle to conduct a Remote Viewing experiment.  Psychognosia's aim in sponsoring this experiment was to provide an opportunity to inform people about RV, which although a popular topic in North America, is not yet widely known in this part of the world.  

 

Using only Sarmast’s map co-ordinates (34 degrees, 48 minutes North, 35 degrees East), in June McMoneagle was commissioned to report what he found at this location.  At his home in Virginia, USA, McMoneagle received an envelope containing map coordinates on a folded paper sealed inside and with non-specific questions on the outside.  That is all the information he is provided with prior to commencing.  He does not know the identity of the contracting parties.  The envelope remains sealed until he has finished working the target.

The time 10,000 BCE, was selected, as a period when the “target” was at sea level, i.e., before the Great Flood mentioned in so many civilizations throughout the world.   There was no mention of "Atlantis" or Cyprus, either by the contractors or in McMoneagle's 3-page report, a summary of which follows.

McMoneagle was asked to describe what he perceived within two miles in any direction of the target, at 10,000 BCE; if evidence of human activity is detected; and if so, to describe the people, their culture in detail, any structures, and to include the name of their civilization.  Additionally, McMoneagle was asked to report what he perceived at this location in present time.

Here is a summary of what McMoneagle reported:


At 10,000 BCE:


· generally elongated island running about 235 kilometres in length and 65-75 kilometres wide at the widest point 

· two tall mountains at either end of the island, in the west approximately 2965 metres tall, at the eastern end 3395 metres tall

· eastern mountain situated at the centre of what appears to be central city

· western mountain had a smaller city about one-quarter the population, engaged mostly in fishing.

·    central city is directly below the coordinates, probably more than two miles in circumference

City description: 

-  a system of buildings which seem to represent clusters of homes interconnected with streets that run in lines outward from central core at foot of mountain bluff
- large flat area coming off face of the mountain, facing west, about 1,000 metres below the summit of the mountain peak lay major official buildings
- stretching outward from here are twisting roads like spokes on a wheel
- city crowded but orderly, filled with many canals and rivers  
- multitude of hanging gardens, lots of greenery
- strong sense of many aromas filling the air
- numerous small street markets
- art everywhere, statues, art work on buildings, mosaics, paintings, decorative stone work
- place filled with things found in a culture with available leisure time and highly valued crafts
- no sense of much violence, military or need for guards  
- they are non-violent,  no capital punishment, no locked doors
- sense of cleanliness, refinement




- 75 to 80 degrees Fahrenheit, mild, little humidity 
- city and island surrounded by huge multiple lakes as far as the eye can see, interlocked with marshlands, many rivers, canals.  “A wonderland of nothing but water”  
 - a seafaring nation, ships and boats of every size imaginable
- ships are exquisite; appear both delicate and modern in construction and strength, capable of cross-ocean sailing
- very rich nation, both culturally and trading
- people are like modern man, mostly soft brown hair, green to hazel eyes, some blue eyes but it is rare
- language appears somewhat like Sumerian but probably predates it
- written language is  fluid script like nothing McMoneagle has seen before 
- no name for the civilization but “probably pre-Sumerian”
- complex surgery, but prefer natural healing methods
- natural length of life is about 100 years for both sexes
- religion is monotheistic, centering on a “Prime Energy”
- family honour and respect are important
- no royalty

In response to what he perceived at this location in present time, McMoneagle replied there is nothing but water as far as the eye can see for 360 degrees.  He was then asked to perceive 5,000 feet or more under water.  His response was the water isn’t deep enough to drop to 5,000 feet there.  He stated at its deepest point, he perceived remnants of old river beds, some ruins buried in muck and mud, which are hard to recognize against the remains of the mountain which was restructured during the upheaval of the great flood.  He reported evidence of lava flows from the old mountain site and massive plate disturbances:  an entire section of fault line might have shifted under or dropped as a result of some major earth change, which could have been caused by the flood.  He also reported that the flood itself was caused by something greater, perhaps the impact of large meteorite at some other point on the globe.
What does it all mean?

Sarmast’s “Atlantis” co-ordinates appear to coincide with what McMoneagle perceives as a city in 10,000 BCE.  It is noteworthy that McMoneagle does not name the culture as “Atlantis”, but there are some remarkable similarities between McMoneagle’s city description and that of Plato in the Critias.  However, the city descriptions might be similar for reasons other than “Atlantis”.  Perhaps cities at that time were configured in such a manner, indicative of a wealthy, sea-faring culture.  Perhaps this report is confirmation that the seabed of the Eastern Mediterranean holds remnants of highly-evolved ancient civilizations, traces of which were destroyed in cataclysmic upheavals over 10,000 years ago. 

This RV experiment nicely demonstrated yet again McMoneagle’s exceptional talents. He has a confirmed correct target rate of about 80%.  This means that he is wrong in around 20% of his remote viewing, unprecedented in this field.  Those are pretty good odds that what he has reported in this experiment are accurate. 
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
